Community Action’s Safe Kids Shawnee County recently 
received a $10,000 grant from the Topeka Community 
Foundation. The grant will be used to purchase child safety 
seats, bicycle helmets, and other equipment to support the 
program’s “Buckle Up” events, child safety seat check 

lanes, and wheel safety instruction (i.e. bicycles, skateboards, etc.). 
 
Safe Kids Shawnee County is a part of Safe Kids USA and Safe Kids World-
wide. The mission of the Safe Kids family of initiatives is to prevent acci-
dental injuries to children. Community Action and Safe Kids Shawnee 
County was recognized last year as Kansas Coalition of the Year.
